4.0  Assembly  

Attach the cross bars to the LH & RH frame; 

 Push cross bar onto stub, align the 

holes and insert an ‘e-clip’ – Figure 3. 

Ensure both cross bars are set to the same

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Adjust the height: 

 remove the ‘e-clips’ and slide the legs to 

the desired position, figure 4. 

 align the holes and re-insert the ‘e-clips’, 

figure 5. 

Use the markings on the legs to ensure that all 

four legs are positioned at the same height to 

prevent rocking and instability.  

 

Place the frame around the toilet, ensuring it is 

pushed back as close to the toilet as possible, 

figure 1. 

 

To adjust the width: 

 remove the ‘e-clips’ and slide the cross 

bar to the desired position. 

 align the holes and re-insert the ‘e-clips’. 

Ensure both cross bars are set to the same 

length. 

 

5.0 Cleaning 

Clean regularly using a general purpose, neutral 

detergent and warm water. 

Please check the suitability of the cleaning 

product before use. Do not use abrasive 

cleaners or cloths as this will permanently 

damage the surface and invalidate any 

warranty. 

To disinfect, wipe with a dilute bleach solution 

and rinse thoroughly with fresh water. 

Allow the product to dry thoroughly prior to 

use/storage.

Check that all fixing clips are inserted correctly 

and there is no excessive movement.
