INTENDED USE

For indoor home use. The strong and versatile frame is height adjustable and has two trays to provide a
safer means for users to move items around the home. The lower tray is set forward to allow users to walk
naturally when pushing.

UNPACKING Slot the handles into the top of the trolley frame.

Remove the packaging and check all parts carefully. Note: Make sure the raised end faces towards the

Push and hold the handle button-clips, then push the
handles into the trolley frame until the button-clips
click into position in the holes.

Note: Make sure that the button clips have fully
engaged the holes.

2. Attach the legs to the Trolley Frame:

The castors are supplied pre-assembled inside the
trolley legs.

Slot the leg tube over the ends of the trolley frame.
Align the holes and insert an E-clip.
Repeat for all 4 legs.

3. Adjusting the Height:
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Remove the E-clip securing the castor in position.
Slide to the required height.

Align the holes and re-insert the E-clip.

Repeat for all 4 castors.

Note: Set all 4 castors to the same height to prevent
instability.

CLEANING

Clean regularly using a general purpose, neutral
detergent and warm water. If required the trays can
be removed for cleaning, simply unclip from the
frame.

Please check the suitability of the cleaning product
before use. Do not use abrasive cleaners/cloths as
this will damage the surface.

Allow product to dry thoroughly before use.

MAINTENANCE

Regularly check the condition of the castors and
remove any build-up of dirt or debris.

Check that all the fixing clips are inserted correctly
and that there is no excessive movement.

Periodically check the trolley for signs of wear. Any
suspected faults or damage should immediately be
reported to the supplier and the product taken out of
use.

PRODUCT DISPOSAL

This product should be thoroughly cleaned prior to
disposal.

This product is manufactured from metal and plastic
and can be disposed of through Local Authority
Household Waste and Recycling Centres or through
Local Trade Waste Collectors.

PRODUCT GUARANTEE
